1/ Assistance to the Palestinian people
The General Assembly,

Recalling its resolution 77/30 of 6 December 2022, as well as its previous resolutions on the question,

Recalling also the signing of the Declaration of Principles on Interim Self-Government Arrangements in
Washington, D.C., on 13 September 1993, by the Government of the State of Israel and the Palestine Liberation
Organization, the representative of the Palestinian people, and the subsequent implementation agreements
concluded by the two sides,

Recalling further all relevant international law, including humanitarian and human rights law, and, in
particular, the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights, the International Covenant on Economic,
Social and Cultural Rights, the Convention on the Rights of the Child and the Convention on the Elimination of
All Forms of Discrimination against Women,

Welcoming the results of the Conference to Support Middle East Peace, convened in Washington, D.C, on
October 1993, the establishment of the Committee for the Coordination of the International Assistance to
Palestinians and the work being done by the World Bank to provide assistance to the Palestinian people,

Welcoming also the agreement facilitated by the United Nations regarding access to the Gaza Strip, and
calling for its full implementation and complementary measures that address the need for a fundamental change
in policy that allows for the sustained and regular opening of the border crossings for the movement of persons
and goods.

1- Urges Member States, international financial institutions of the United Nations system, governmental and
non-governmental organizations, and regional organizations to extend, as rapidly and as possible, economic and
social assistance to the Palestinian people, in close cooperation with the Palestine Liberation Organization and
through official Palestinian institutions.
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2/ Countries worldwide to experience a slow economic growth this year despite continued declining
inflation rate, warns a UN report.




The global GDP growth is projected to slow from 2.7 per cent in 2023 to 2.4 per cent in 2024, according to the
World Economic Situation and Prospects (WESP) 2024 launched by the Economic Commission for Africa
(ECA) in Addis Ababa, Ethiopia.

Growth is forecast to improve moderately to 2.7 per cent in 2025 but will remain below the pre-pandemic
growth rate of 3.0 per cent. Adam Elhiraika, Director, Macroeconomics and Governance Division of ECA said,
tight financial conditions, coupled with a growing risk of geopolitical fragmentation, pose increasing risks to
global trade and industrial production. Growth prospects for many developing countries, especially vulnerable
and low-income countries, have remained weak, making a full recovery of pandemic losses ever more elusive.
“The climate crisis and extreme weather conditions will negatively affect agricultural output and tourism, while
geopolitical instability will continue to adversely impact several regions in Africa, especially the Sahel and
North Africa.”.

The report indicates that developing countries face different near-term growth prospects. The economic growth
in Africa he said is projected to remain weak, increasing from an average of 3.3 per cent in 2023 to 3.5 per cent
in 2024. On inflation, the report says that after surging for two years, global inflation eased in 2023 but
remained above the 2010-2019 average. Global headline inflation fell from 8.1 per cent in 2022, the highest
value in almost three decades, to an estimated 5.7 per cent in 2023.

Economic Affairs Officer, who presented the report, highlighted that although the global inflation is gradually
decreasing, food price inflation can worsen food insecurity and poverty.
